I t  

costs more than $80 

to have a camper at one of 

our host camps. Between 

the different insurances, 

utilities, overhead, food, 

crafts, t-shirts, speakers, 

musicians, lifeguard, pool, 

etc. it adds up. Because    

of this we have had to   

increase the camp fee       

$5 each year ($1 a day)    

for the past several years. 

But, this year we want to 

encourage all of those   

interested to send their 

child(ren) to camp with  

this reduced fee.  We are      

also excited about the    

opportunity to take a    

huge step of faith in the 

Lord.  We are reducing 

the camp fee from      

$125 down to $80!!        

We serve an  awesome God 

and He will meet our 

needs.  There are kids out 

that need to hear the  

Word, the Gospel, and be 

biblically challenged.

The electrical and water     

projects are complete and we 

are now working on the pool 

getting it ready to fill for fun 

summer cool-downs activities. 

The pool will also have a    

new DE filtration systems        

installed.
