Without these volunteers, we would not have seen
buildings painted, locks changed, four (4) bathrooms added, walls painted, the pool fence stained, cabins and
other buildings cleaned, leaves raked, trees trimmed, septic systems replaced or repaired, newsletters folded,
filled, and sealed —the list goes on. A big THANK YOU goes out to all those who volunteered.

We are also looking for someone to be in charge of the Housekeeping position. Jo Anne has been ministering
in this area since 2002. She has also been working in the MAM office as secretary and overseeing the Sonrise
Club Mailbox Ministry the past several years. We feel that having her in the office full-time would be a
tremendous benefit for the ministry.
