Do you ever wonder what goes through the mind of a criminal. THe
| know that without Christ nothing will change in their thinking. Each Tuesday afternoon we have the supreme privilege to sit face
to face with the felons incarcerated at Carroll County Detention Center. | am so amazed by their sincere interest in the things
of God. You can tell the ones that are closer to the Lord by the prayer requests they write out for us each week. There are those
that come and ask us to pray for the courts to be merciful to them, or tell us how bad or hard their life is; then there are the
inmates that ask prayers for others, more than for themselves. Those are the ones that admit they made some terrible mistakes
and they deserve punishment. These are the ones that are brokenhearted for the heart ache and hardships their actions
have caused their loved ones. You see real repentance in their lives. We are so blessed by God and Sheriff Grudek for allowing
us entrance into this ministry.

Let me tell you about Ramy Kodja. | first met Ramy in the CCDC last year when he attended our weekly bible study. | could tell that
Ramy had accepted Christ before and that he was genuinely interested in the things of God. Ramy wanted to witness and tell people
what Jesus had done for him. After Ramy was sentenced to Arkansas State Prison, he served a short time, then was accepted for
the Boot Camp Program that was available for first-time, non-violent offenders. Ramy served 120 days in a strict prison-military
environment. Ramy earned early parole privileges based on the requirements of someone gualified to sponsor him. lwas willing to
have Ramy parole out to and live with my family for one year. Ramy has been living with us since April of this year. Ramy is doing
very well; attending college at North.Arkansas Community College, while working nights for Branson Getaways. Ramy attends
church with us and even plays the guitar and sings worship music. Ramy is just one of many young men and women that the
Church should be reaching out to. Your prayers and support of this Ministry helps us reach the least, of the last, of the lost,
with the love of Jesus Christ.

We had ice storm clean up in full swing, building projects throughout the camp, and
preparations for camps rapidly coming upon us. The camp was very much in need of extra staff, including
mai ntenance! | worked with many volunteers this summer

With that said, | have now been accepted on as missionary candidate for the position of Maintenance
Supervisor, and with that | am looking forward to the next year, and a little beyond. We are still in much need of more
volunteers! We would really need to see the extra help in the warming months of the spring time; we have a lot of
painting to do! We still are working with ice storm damage to the trees, as well as working to re-claim some of the lost
acreage to damage, and overgrowth.

Another area we are in much need is equipment and funds for maintenance. We have made it through the

replacement, but we could use the extra funds to fix this little truck to make a better testimony, and a more attractive
advertisement when we are out and about in it. | have looked into the parts to fix it, and with the recently replaced
windshield, it would run roughly around $800 in parts to finish repairing the body and re-paint it.
