Our children are bombarded with lies 
through public school teachers, television, ra-
dio, music, advertisements, novels, and the 
list goes on.  Throughout the Word we read 
about the truth.  The Old Testament prophe-
cies about the truth.  The New Testament 
tells us how to live for the truth.  Jesus Christ 
is ñthe Way, the TRUTH, and the Life.ò  
When we desire the truth, we get to know the 
truth more, and then we are set free.

As I was working on putting up 
a lattice railing around the missionary house, he 
came out and asked me about why the Apocrypha 
is not is the Bible we use today.  I had to clear the 
cobwebs of 19 years since hearing the answer from 
Dr. Leslie Madison while attending Calvary Bible 
College.  He though about it, went back into the 
house to research it more.  This study turned into 
why we have so many versions of the Word.  He 
came up with some really good conclusions on his 
own.  He is pleased that we use the KJV as our  
basis for the theme verse and bible memorization.    
You see the KJV says in John 8:32, ñthe truth 
shall ñmakeò you freeò, while other versions say 
ñthe truth shall ñsetò you freeò.  I am glad to know 
that I am made free. 

It is only the Truth that will set us free and ñyou 
will be free indeedò!!  Amen.  Rest assured that if 
you know the Truth, then when the world tells you  
what they call truth, you will recognize it as a lie.

As you can tell by some of the pictures below, there was heavy damage on the camp.  We have 14 acres and about 11 acres are wooded.  There 

are 23 total buildings, all under trees.  The Lord protected those building from major damage, having only six (6) hole punctures from fallen limbs,    

we have much to be thankful for. 

 

There are several volunteers that have come out to help.  Two local men, one from Denver, AR, and the other from Carr Lane, MO have been here 

from right after the ice storm hit.  The Naasô best friends, the Rhoades family, from Kansas City came right after the storm hit to help.  The Sisco  

family, from Fair Grove, MO, loaned the camp their generator. A board member, his son-in-law, and grandson from Bucyrus, KS helped out another 

weekend. And then a retired electrician from Kansas City, MO, another MAM board member from Lebanon, MO and his assistant came down to  

reinstall and upgrade electrical line to some of the RV sites and the cabins.  A local contractor loaned us his Bobcat, and i t has been a tremendous 

help. 

 

Three (3) churches also came to aid:  Rock Brook Community Church, Belton, MO, Pleasant Ridge Baptist Church, Harrisonville, MO, and             

Mt. Comfort Bible Church, Fair Grove, MO.

Since the girlôs    

cabins will all have completed bathrooms, we will be tearing 

out the inside of the girlôs shower house and converting it to      

summer staff quarters.

Set Free -  Made Free

I often tell the men in jail, òIf I had the 

keys to the jail doors, I could unlock 

the doors and set you men free.ó      

But the reality is that very soon the 

jailers would round them all up and 

place them back in jail, along with me. 

My point to the men incarcerated, is 

that you can be out of jail and still be 

held in bondage by temptations and 

sins. Only Jesus Christ can òMakeó you 

free. 

 

John 8:32 And ye shall know the truth, and the 

truth shall make you free.   

 

 John 8:36 If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall 

be free indeed. The Word of God does not promise one 

could be òset freeó, but instead, the Word declares that you 

can be òmadeó free.  It is of the utmost importance to be 

straight and direct on the Word of God. We count it a serious 

privilege to be able to fellowship around the Word of God 

with the imprisoned men. I realize that only Christ can 

change these men. I know only Christ can òMake these men 

free. Today, there were 13 inmates attending òChurchó as 

the jailers call it. I saw several contrite, broken men, who 

were ready and eager to be òmade freeó with the truth of 

Godõs Word. I see lives being transformed right before my 

eyes. Iõm not talking about òjail houseó confession, I mean 

sincere repentant men. Lord knows these men need our 

prayers and help. Many of these men would turn out okay,   

if given a second chance to do right, be good citizens, and 

care for their families. Sadly, too many inmates get out       

of jail, only to end up back in jail because they canõt find   

the help they need to turn their life around. I believe if   

more churches would òsponsoró an inmate once they are      

released by helping them find a job, a church, an             

opportunity to earn their own way and help hold them     

accountable, then Godõs people could fulfill the Lordõs 

wishes. My family is committed to helping in just such a 

manner. If you have an interest in seeing this type of witness 

program grow, or you would like to become an active partner 

in assisting inmates, please let us hear from you.              

The Inmates are genuinely surprised and touched when I tell 

them a particular church group is praying for them, or     

another church group has sent funds to purchase Bibles for 

them, etc. Help us at Mid America Mission and Woodland 

Acres Bible Camp, òReach the Least and the Last of the 

Lostó for Jesus Christ.
